and place of each meeting, as well as a short
description of discussion topics.

American English in Action (AEIA) is a
volunteer program designed to assist international
students and scholars with their conversational
English skills. Throughout the program,
international students and scholars meet with their
volunteer tutors for one (or more hours) each week
for informal conversations and discussions. The
meetings are also a great opportunity for students
and tutors to learn about each other’s cultures.

Students who are proficient in English and
familiar with basic American customs may apply to
be a tutor to an international student. English does
not have to be their first language and the tutor
does not need to be fluent in any other language.
Tutors may also earn 1.3 units pass/no pass for
complying with the program requirements. Tutees
are international graduate/undergraduate students,
research/scholars, or post-doctoral fellows at UCI
who wants to improve their communication skills
and learn more about American customs.
